2010-2011

Southwest has made AYP, however, School Choice is still in effect.  Viewmont Elementary and Longview Elementary are the schools of choice.  Sixteen (16) students participated in School  Choice. 

Choice applications are due by August 17th.

Grandview has made AYP for two years consecutively and is no longer in School Improvement status.  

2009-2010

Northview has made AYP in reading and math, and has made the first step out of School Improvement.  It remains in improvement in both reading and math, until they meet AYP for two consecutive years in both areas.  They are holding in year two of improvement, which means we must offer public school choice and Supplemental Education Services. The only school of choice is Grandview.
Catawba Valley High School did not make AYP in reading or math.  This is the third consecutive year, so they are in year two of improvement. Choice will not be offered as it is an alternative school, but we will offer SES services. CVHS has only the whole school as a subgroup.  

Information on Supplemental Education Services will be out after the September State Board of Education Meeting.

During the 2007-08 and 2008-09 school years public school choice was not an option as both middle schools were in improvement status.  No school of choice was available in the district.  
During 2007-2008, Grandview offered Supplemental Education Services and 321 students were eligible with _11_ students participating.  

During 2008-2009, both Grandview and Northview offered Supplemental Education Services and 576 students were eligible with  _27_ participating. 

During 2009-2010 Northview Middle School and Catawba Valley High School offered Supplemental Education Services.  _340 students were eligible  and __35_  students received services.  All eligible students who applied were offered services.
