“STOPLIGHT” System 

Children will start out each morning with all three of their cards, beginning with the green card. After a warning, if improper behavior continues, the green card will be taken and the yellow card will be showing. If the improper behavior continues, the yellow card is taken which results in silent lunch. There are no names on the card pockets, only assigned numbers, so that the child is not embarrassed when visitors or guests enter the classroom.
If the child continues to ignore our classroom and S.P.O.R.T rules and loses the red card, a phone call will be made to the parent(s) or guardian(s). The child will fill out a behavior contract, which will need to be signed by the parent(s) or guardian(s) and returned the next day.

If severe or prohibited behavior occurs, such as outlined in the handbook, a visit to Mrs. Willis or Mrs. Bannerman’s office will be in order.  

Consequences: 
Pull color coded card.

Severe or prohibited behavior: phone parents; behavior contract; visit Mrs. Willis or Mrs. Bannerman’s office

Rewards: good behavior all day/week 
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The entire class works to earn a full jar of marbles in our classroom jar.
