Mrs. Park’s Classroom Management Plan 2007-2008
     To ensure a positive learning environment for all students, our class will be following the school’s SPORT rules.  All student behavior will be monitored on a daily “Behavior Baseball” board.  If the student misbehaves, the following procedure will be followed.

1st Instance: Verbal Warning-reminder to stay on task

2nd Instance: “Strike One”-a card is added to the student’s pocket on the board.           

3rd Instance: “Strike Two”-a second card is added to the pocket.  The student will call his/her parents or write a letter home.

4th Instance: “Strike Three-You’re Out”-a third card is added to the pocket.             

While in the classroom, the student will be isolated from the group for the remainder of the day. Severe or repeated behavior will result in a referral to the office.

   The strike cards will be removed at the end of each day.  Students receiving no strikes in a week will receive small prizes and special classroom privileges.  Parents are informed daily of their child’s behavior.


This system is used in conjunction with the model of Positive Discipline. Class meetings are scheduled once a week and held on other days when issues arise. Students also practice conflict resolution skills by working out problems in the class’ “Peace Spot.”
