Dear Parent,

Now that your child’s reading is improving and the books are becoming more challenging to read, it is important to make sure he or she understanding what the story is about.  We do this by having your child retell the details of the story.  Below you will find some questions that you can ask to help recall those details.  These questions should be asked after reading a story.  

1.) Who were the characters in the story?

2.) Where did the story take place?

3.) Was there a problem in the story?  What was it?

4.) How was the problem solved?

5.) What happened in the beginning of the story?

6.) What happened in the middle of the story?

7.) What happened at the end of the story?

8.) What was your favorite part and why?

During this at home practice, please encourage your child to go back into the story to find the answers to questions they can’t remember.  Eventually, they should be able to recall the details without much assistance.  As always thank you for your time and support.  If you have any questions, please let me know.
