Spelling Contract – You must complete 25 points to turn in each day as a homework grade.  You may earn your 25 points with whichever activities you choose.

5 points
· Write words in alphabetical order.

· Print your words 3 times neatly in pen.

· Write your words 3 times in cursive. 
· Write the words and circle all the vowels. 
· Write the words and underline all the consonants.
· Write the words using one color for the vowels and a different color for the consonants.
· Other handed - If you are right handed, write the words with your left hand twice and your right hand once.
· Divide words into syllables.

10 points

· Write your spelling words in order from the one with the most letters to the one with the least letters.  In case of ties, put the tied words in ABC Order. 
· Write your spelling words using large letters three times with a different colored-pencil or crayon. 
· Echoes get softer as they repeat.  Write each of your spelling words three times as an echo, getting smaller each time.  Put your longest words at the bottom. 
· Type spelling words using 10 different fonts.
· Write a sensible sentence for each of your spelling words.
· Write several silly sentences each using three of your spelling words.
· Write a synonym for each spelling word.
· Write an antonym for each spelling word.
· Make a “fill in the blank” quiz for your spelling words with a key.
· Make a spelling word chain link from construction paper.
· Write the words and cross out the silent letters.

· Backwards Words - Write your words forwards, then backwards.

· Picture words - Draw a picture and write your words as part of the picture.

· X-words - Write two words having one common letter so they crisscross. Use all the words on your list.

· Write the entire list end to end as one long word, using different colors of crayons or ink for different words.

· Rhyming words - Write each word. Then next to it, write a word that rhymes, or something close to a rhyme, with it.
· Write your words in reverse alphabetical order.
15 points
· Classify spelling words into categories based on each word’s part of speech.
· Write newspaper headlines using your words.
· Use three of your words in declarative statements, three in interrogative statements, and three in exclamatory statements.  
· Choose 6 of your words and write 2 word forms for each of the words. (ex. Family--- Families----- Family’s).

· Scrambled words - Write your words, then write them again (on a separate sheet of paper) with the letters mixed up. Let someone else solve them.

· Use all of your spelling words to write 10 questions. Each question should have 1 spelling word. Don’t forget your punctuation.

· Build words with your spelling words. Try to make at least 10 new words.

· Write an alliteration sentence for each spelling word.
20 points
· Write a song or rap using your spelling words 
· Write sentences using the letters in each spelling word. 
               Example: tree=Tom Really Enjoys Eggs
· Find out how much each spelling word is worth if; A=1,B=2,C=3, & so on. 
· Use the spelling words in similes.
· Using a grid, connect as many spelling words as you can!  Begin by writing one of your words in the center of grid paper.  The word may be written horizontally or vertically.  Write your second word, so it intersects the first word….
· Pyramid words - Write your words by adding or subtracting one letter at a time. The result will be a pyramid shape of words.

· Words-in-words - Write your word and then write at least two words made from each of your words.

· Use the numbers on the phone pad 1-9 to write a “phone number” for each of your spelling words (id: abc=1, def=2, ghi=3, jkl=4, mno=5, pqr=6, stu=7, vw=8, xyz=9)
25 points

· Word search - Make a word search with a friend, then trade them and solve.

· Create a crossword puzzle for your words.  Include the clues or questions that the spelling word answers.
· Sell Those Words - write a TV commercial using your spelling words. 
· Write your spelling words and then answer the questions for each word: Number of letters? Number of consonants? Number of vowels? Number of syllables?  Organize the information in a chart. 
· Write your spelling words.  Then spell the words using letters cut from magazines and newspapers.  Glue them next to the correct word. 
· Look up your words in the dictionary. Write their meaning.
· Write tongue twisters for your words.  Highlight your spelling word.
· Ex.  Many men manage money well. 
· Write acrostic poems for your spelling words to help you remember their spelling pattern.  Be sure to underline each letter of your spelling word. 
· Write a newspaper article using each spelling word (underline the spelling words).
· Write questions or riddles for your spelling words.  The answer will be one of the spelling words.  
· Ex.  What animal can be mooooooody?  A cow 
· Draw a comic strip using at least ten of your words in the conversation bubbles. Make a list of all unused spelling words at the end of your comic.

Create an activity - Can you think of a fun way to do your spelling activities? Try it out! Discuss your idea with your teacher prior to doing it.
