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Happy New Year!!!!  Welcome back to school.  I hope that each of you enjoyed your Holiday Break!!  This New Year brings many exciting learning opportunities.

In math, we will be learning fractions.  This will include equivalent fractions, simplifying fractions, ordering fractions, adding and subtracting fractions.  This is a challenging chapter, so please encourage your child to bring their math book home daily so they can look over and study what we are doing in class.
In reading, we will continue our unit on Astronomy.  Please encourage your child to read nightly and to use the Open Court Reading Strategies we talk about in class- predicting, make connections, visualize, ask questions, summarize, monitor and clarify, and monitor reading rate.  These strategies are great to help each reader be successful with reading fluency and comprehension.
Please remember that your child should now be reading for 45 uninterrupted minutes each day.  It is also important that your child asks you to sign his/her planner nightly, signifying that they did complete his/her reading requirement.  Your child must earn at least 2 AR points for a C, 3 for a B, and 4 for an A.

In science we will continue to learn about the weather and factors of the weather.  We will be starting Force and Motion in the third nine weeks.  Your child should have a science notebook and they should be using that Science notebook to keep up with vocabulary and major concepts learned in class.
In social studies we will be finishing up the colonies and moving into the American Revolution.  In February, we will begin to prepare for our Wax Museum, so be helping your child brainstorm some ideas for their historical figure.  Look for more details to follow!!
