Student must show a valid North Carolina driver’s license for verification at time of purchase.

Upon payment of $35.00 for a permit, student will be granted permission to park in the student
section ONLY.

Student agrees to lock his/her car and not enter, move, return to and/or sit in his/her car during the
school day without permission from one of the school administrators.

Students are not allowed in the parking areas during the school day without permission.

Student agrees to observe the 10 mph speed limit while in the parking lot.

Student agrees to drive carefully, respect the rights of others, and report any violations or damages
to the principal and/or school resource officer.

Student agrees NOT to transport alcohol, drugs, weapons, or any unauthorized persons in their car
at any time.

Student agrees to display parking permit at all times on the front windshield in a visible area.

If a student should lose his/her parking permit, he/she must purchase another at a cost of $20.00.
Student agrees not to lend their permit to another student which could result in both students losing
their parking privileges.

Student agrees not to park in any space provided for staff and/or visitors.

Cars parked in an unauthorized space/area may be towed at owner’'s expense.

Violations will result in suspension of parking privileges. (See Student Handbook)

Any vehicle parked on the school campus of HHS is subject to search by school administrators and
law enforcement when reasonable suspicion exists.

Hickory High is not responsible for any accidents or acts of vandalism to cars parked on their
campus. Students must call the Hickory Police Department to report damage to their vehicle.
